like I’m better organized.” Fran laughs. “I think my family eats better when I’m busy.”

Being a Catholic is a wonderful privilege. As
members of the Catholic Church we have been
blessed with the gift of faith. Membership brings
responsibilities as well as privileges. We are
asked to obey the Ten Commandments and the
laws of the Church. Jesus told us that the two
greatest commandments are to love God with all
our heart and to love our neighbors as
ourselves.

Who are our neighbors? Jesus answered that
with the parable of the Good Samaritan — all
people are our neighbors. We need to reach out
beyond our own family and friends. The first
step in helping people is by direct service. We
can give food baskets to Winton Terrace. We
can support our St. Vincent de Paul Society as
they help those in need in our community. We
can donate to Catholic relief services to help
people around the world. 

The next step in Christian service is social
change — working on the causes of poverty
and injustice. Some of the ways to do this are
by writing to legislators to change unfair laws,
registering voters, getting funding for needed

programs, and getting people together to work
on problems. That is where AMOS comes in.

The AMOS Project is a group of 40 different
faith based groups including Catholic,
Protestant, and Jewish congregations that are
working together to solve social justice issues.
They have worked to get smaller class sizes in
early grades in Cincinnati Public Schools, to get
more minority workers and companies involved
in the construction industry, to get people
registered to vote and many other issues over
the past fours years. As followers of Jesus
Christ, we really do have an obligation to help
people not only with their immediate needs but
in solving problems that cause their needs. As
the Old Testament Prophet Amos said “...let
justice roll down like waters and righteousness
like an ever flowing stream.” (Amos 5:24) The
St. Vivian AMOS Core Team meets at 7 p.m.
in the Gather Room on the second Sunday of
the month. Come join us some time — we
welcome visitors!

“Too Busy Not to Pray – slowing down to be with God,” by Bill Hybels
The Christ Renews His Parish 2001 woman’s group has read and discussed a variety of good books.
But most of us agreed that this book was one of the most helpful. Available in paperback at Christian
bookstores such as Cokesbury and Berean for about $10, “Too Busy Not to Pray” is easy to read yet
moving.

Most of us are very busy and recognize the difficulty in finding time to pray. The author tells how
learning to pray transformed his life and shows you how that’s possible for you, too: “Fellowship with
God, trust, confidence, peace, relief – these wonderful feelings will be yours when you learn how to
pray…God’s power flows primarily to those who pray.”

He takes the reader through “Heart Building Habits,” “The Hurt of Unanswered Prayer” to “Living in
God’s Presence.” Pick up this book and give prayer a chance.

Book in a Box



This spring past saw yet another round of
celebrations and milestones for many families:
Mother’s Day, Father’s Day, graduations of all
sorts – junior high, high school, college and
more.  Some parents saw their children receive
First Communion; others celebrated their
children’s weddings. Still others became
grandparents for the first time.

From a more functional standpoint, it was two
years ago that I was working with our younger
son in driver’s training.  Every weekend
provided the anticipation of anywhere from
two to three hours in a car coaching him on how
to drive.  Once he received his license, every
minute he would go off on his own was filled
with its own special energy.  I experienced a
heightened awareness of sirens nearby – is that
my kid?  My imagination was over-active – is he
REALLY going where he says he’s going, and
what are the special traffic joys of that part of
town?  Can he handle that weather that just
moved in?  With this being our second child
taking to the roads, my wild
imagings were only fueled by the
actual experiences of our older son.

Life Milestones
Now the driver’s ed son is 18 and
graduating from high school; our
older son is a “full-fledged adult”
(if birthdays actually define such
things)
at 21. As if in a time warp, I reflect on every first
step, every milestone that seems to have
time-elapsed together. How does 16, 18, 21
years collapse into what feels like two weeks?   
…How clearly I can recall the first steps, with
my hands out just below those little diapered
bottoms, waiting to brace the inevitable stumble;
the held breath as the training wheels come off
the first bikes, and off they go – downhill – and
inevitably – down, and down again before the

balance is truly perfected. Seemingly only
moments later, it was the first wave of a hand as
they set foot for the first time in school heading
off to kindergarten, followed by seemingly
smaller but still celebrated firsts, until that First
Solo Drive. Off with the car on their own…how
much terror should a parent really be
subjected to?

Recently, I learned. I work in Batesville, and
going into work one morning, I noticed a very
young, barely “post-toddler” robin perched on
the front bumper of the Indiana-requisite pickup
truck that was parked at the sidewalk just
outside the building. Furious chirping was
coming from Papa Robin up in the tree across
the sidewalk from the pickup truck. He didn’t like
to see his youngun’ down there on the nose of
that truck with me approaching.  

Encouraged or chastised, as I don’t know
bird-speak yet, junior took off on his training
wings. It was with the held-breath anxiety of a

shuttle launch that I stopped in my
tracks and silently urged junior up,
“Go, go, go. Don’t crash; keep
flapping.”  He safely, but awkwardly
and with a noisy jostling of leaves,
landed near Papa in the home tree,
and I let out my breath.  

My relief in that moment made me
realize how universal parent

concern – and pride - is. Now, every time we
celebrate another milestone, in my mind I see
Papa Robin and Junior. Papa’s urging and
encouraging, and Junior’s working his hardest to
take wing. Success, celebration, another
milestone attained, yet more enrichment in our
lives.
