Monday Evening Prayer

Beginning this year, Evening Prayer will be celebrated every Monday night at 7:00 pm in Church. Evening Prayer typically lasts about 20 minutes, and can be great way to begin parish meetings occurring on Monday nights. Evening Prayer is one of the principal celebrations of the Liturgy of the Hours, the official daily prayer of the Church. Each day, the Church sings psalms, canticles, and listens to the scriptures marking the hours of the day.  Along with Evening Prayer, Morning Prayer is the principal hour of the day, and the two together are “hinge hours”, on which the day turns. In these liturgies, the Church gives thanks to God for a new day, and blesses God for the day that is ending.
