Monday Evening Prayer

Beginning this year, Evening Prayer will be celebrated every Monday night at 7:00 pm in Church. Evening Prayer typically lasts about 20 minutes, and can be great way to begin parish meetings occurring on Monday nights. Evening Prayer is one of the principal celebrations of the Liturgy of the Hours, the official daily prayer of the Church. Each day, the Church sings psalms, canticles, and listens to the scriptures marking the hours of the day. Along with Evening Prayer, Morning Prayer is the principal hour of the day, and the two together are “hinge hours”, on which the day turns. In these liturgies, the Church gives thanks to God for a new day, and blesses God for the day that is ending.
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Ash Wednesday Schedule

This week we begin Lent with a day of prayer, fasting, and abstinence. It is a wonderful opportunity to pray intently for peace in our world. Whichever type of prayer you choose – the rosary, quiet prayer of the heart, or an act of kindness toward a stranger – please offer your thoughts and actions on this day for peace. Our pastoral region (St. Bartholomew and St. Vivian) will celebrate the beginning of Lent with the following:

· 8:15 am Mass at St. Vivian (All-School Mass)
· 9:30 am Liturgy of the Word with distribution of Ashes at St. Bartholomew

· Noon Mass at St. Vivian

· 7:00 pm Mass at St. Bartholomew

Lenten Reminders

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of abstinence from meat and also days of fast, that is, limited to a single full meal. The other Fridays of the season of Lent are days of abstinence from meat. The law of abstinence binds all Catholics 14 years and older. The law of fasting binds all Catholics from their 18th birthday until their 59th birthday.

There will be a Mass celebrated at Noon, as well as the regular morning Mass at 8:15 am throughout the Wednesdays of Lent. We are very grateful to Fr. John Wall for agreeing to celebrate these Wednesday Noon-time Masses for us. Please try to attend.

Stations of the Cross will be held on the following days of Lent: Fridays – February 8, 15, 22, 29, March 7 and 14 at 7:30 pm; Thursdays – February 21 and March 6 at 1:00 pm, and Good Friday, March 21 at 2:30 pm.
