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A New Practice at Mass

About seven months ago the United States received word that Pope Benedict had determined that the cleansing of the sacred vessels used for distributing the Eucharist was a ritual gesture that should be done during Mass. This process of cleansing is called purification and its purpose is to make sure that every particle of Christ’s body and every droplet of His blood is treated appropriately. Purification used to take place after Mass was finished. In the last several months, you may have noticed Deacon Larry or the priest doing something at the corner table in the sanctuary following Communion.  He is doing this purification.
We have discovered in the last several months that the ritual gesture of purifying all the chalices and patens (cups and bowls) becomes a rushed affair that neither serves the ritual or the reverent cleansing envisioned. In the future, we will purify only the main chalice and the main paten but at the altar, so that the people can see the reverent cleansing as a part of the ritual of the Mass. We will return to the practice of purifying all the other sacred vessels after Mass. It is our hope that this will serve the intention of the Pope’s decree better than what we had been doing.
