If you are of limited income, don’t pay to get your own money back. Your taxes will be prepared for free. If you qualify for the Earned Income Tax Credit, you will receive additional cash back (up to $4,824). Your return will be e-filed and you can expect your money back in 10-15 days. Call 211 to find the location nearest you to call to see if you qualify and to set up an appointment.

Remember Your Parish in Your Will
